Woodlot has been involved in
assessing over 1.5 million acres of forest landsin Maine and eastern Canada for a variety of clients.

Selected Forest Management Pr oj ects:

Timber and Wildlife Management Plan — Diamond Occidenta Forest, Inc. (DOF) and James River
Corporation. Woodlot, in conjunction with DOF foresters, provided James River Corporation with atimber and
wildlife management plan for the 747-acre West Old Town
Forest. The purpose of the plan was to enhance wildlife
b populations and habitat while managing and maintaining a

i ; diversity of forest types, heights, and age classes.

FSC and SFI Forest Conservation Programs —Woodlot
provides forest certification evaluations as a member of
FSC and SFI sientific teams in the Northeast Region and
Canada.  Woodlot staff are currently working on
evaluations of more than 1.5 million acres of forestlands in
New Brunswick, Ontario, Mane, New York and
throughout New England.

Carriage Road Rehabilitation: Acadia National Park, Bar Harbor, Maine — VHB. Woodlot was
responsible for re-creating vistas along the 54-mile long carriage road system in Acadia Nationa Park.
Woodlot developed site-specific harvesting prescriptions and |ow-maintenance long-term management plans for
vistas including erosion control methods, slope stabilization, and revegetation.

Schoodic Point Assessment — Woodlot conducted a timber-based, ecological assessment for Friends of Acadia,
Maine Coast Heritage Trust, and Acadia National Park, in cooperation with the private landowner, to develop a
conservation plan for a 1600-acre parcel on Schoodic peninsula in Winter Harbor, Maine. The plan was
developed in response to concerns by members of the general public, various environmental organizations, and
the U.S. Park Service over proposed timber harvesting on the parcel. Recommendations were provided for a
conservation plan, based on sustainable forest management principles, which minimized adverse impacts on the
adjacent Park Service lands and visitor experiences.

Maine Forest Sustainability — Maine Forest Service and the Natural Areas Program. Woodlot conducted a

technical evaluation of forest sustainability issues in Maine. The purpose of the evaluation was to assist in
developing a comprehensive analysis of the Maine forest in order to
better understand forest components, conditions and susceptibility to
various threats. The evaluation was based on the results of interviews
of professional representatives from academic institutions, the forest
industry, federal and state agencies, non-government environmental
organizations, resource consultants, and private researchers from
across Maine.

Obstruction Clearing Project, Portland International Jetport —
City of Portland, Maine. Woodlot performed forest inventories,
wetland delineations, environmental permitting and construction
oversight for removing trees that penetrate runway approaches to
comply with FAA regulations.

Private/Commer cial Landowners, Maine — Woaodlot has devel oped
numerous integrated Forest and Wildlife Management plans that
provide clients with an appraisal of their current and projected timber
volumes and conditions, and furnish the basis for a multiple-resource
forest management strategy.

Municipal and Private Foundation Forest Management Plans — Comprehensive forest management plans
have been developed for a number of towns as well as private natural resource organizations interested in
public, multiple-resource use. Plans have provided extensive, stand-specific flora and fauna documentation,
timber and wildlife values, as well as prevailing regulatory information.

Inventory of the Bureau of Public Lands, Nahmakanta Management Unit — Bureau of Public Lands. The
Nahmakanta Management Unit is a 43,000 acre tract of forest, ponds, and mountains in central Piscataquis
County, Maine. The Maine Bureau of Public Lands hired Woodlot to assist in developing a management plan
for this newly purchased property. Woodlot performed a comprehensive natural resource inventory of the
management unit for BPL’ s use in developing a management plan for the parcel.

Significant Wildlife Habitat Mapping, Central/Southern Maine — Maine Department of Inland Fisheries and
Wildlife. Woodlot was responsible for identifying and mapping deer wintering areas, wetlands, and other
Significant Wildlife Habitat throughout 40 towns in southern and central Maine. Woodlot continues to
regularly evaluate individual propertiesfor the presence and absence of regulated habitats.
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
